-- ask around!

e Diligent! Be aware of deadlines and meet them, write essays
thoughtfully, carefully revise-- For all you do, put your heart

into it, and made each application the best it can be.

o Early! Give yourself ample time to research scholarships,
gather necessary documents, and write thoughtfully.
Rushing leads to mistakes.

 Frequently! Make it a routine-- apply as consistently as
time will allow, and apply year round for the most promising
results. This way, you will be more aware, stay calm, and be
less burnt-out.

e Generously! Quantify your impact by sharing specific data,
metrics, and anecdotes, and contact people to who could
give you high recommendation, e.g. a favorite teacher,

church leader, etc.
